Childhood Days

Dr. Toshniwal was born on 7th September, 1968 at Punein a
lower middle class family. His father, Mr. Girijalal Toshniwal | g
(now retired ex engineer, M.S.E.B.) had a service in the State |
Electricity Board. As the job was transferrable in nature, his
schooling took place in local Marathi medium schools at
various places across the state. Majority of the schools with
science stream were in Ahmednagar then. His mother, Mrs.
Meena G. Toshniwal, is a home maker. He is blessed to have
his parents, a younger brother and a sister as siblings.

The Dentistry Debut

He always wanted to pursue medicine but he lost his admission in a government medical college by a mere
one mark. He secured 93.66% but for the admission to happen, 94% was required. It was quite a low time for
him, losing his admission in the medical college.

To his good fortune, he was staying in his maternal grandparents’ house in Pune during this phase & Late Dr.
Sable (arenowned Orthodontist) happened to be his neighbour. It was at that time Dr. Sable convinced him to
join dentistry. He took admission in Government Dental College, Aurangabad in the year 1986 and after that;

After the inspection got over, he
called me and just said one line which
engraved in my mind thereafter. He said
“Library is a temple for the students, so the
books as well as the journals become the real
teachers”. He advised me to develop the
library with the support of management. | took
Sir’s advice seriously and started thinking to
show the best library content to him in the
years to come. It was like an eye opener for
me. After making a rough plan, | approached
the management with a dream to make this
library as one of the best. | requested them to
support me in the best possible way. They kindly
agreed to this request of mine and there was no
stopping for me after that.

A.S. - Sir, How did you start this dream
project of yours?

N.G. - After all the necessary permissions from
the management, | started approaching all the
publishing houses throughout the world and
started with the purchase of best journals
including their back volumes. It took me 14 — 15

years to gather all the journal titles from the year 1900 till
2023. | am very happy to say that today we have almost
860 book titles along with the journal series. Some of them
are Growth series published by Michigan University,
R.M.O. series, G.A.C. series and other relevant series
pertaining to Orthodontics.
